In the middle of the last century, the classical ternary additive problems
have received considerable attention. These concern the representation
of integers by sums of three positive powers. Triggered by requests
of others, the speaker has entertained himself during the sequence of
lockdowns in Europe by considering similar situations in which a power
is replaced by similar sequences of natural numbers that involve an
integer part in their definition.
