During
an setion when the truck Privete Higgins was' deiving was loaded with ammune
ition, the orea in which he wag parked, was suddenly attacksd by hostile
aireraft, which began dropping anti-pérgonnzl bombs znd alse madei strafing
attackes With complete disrdarrd for hiy mergonal safety, Private Hiseins
left the covered shelter-of his-sljt trench gnd despite Plying shrapnel and
twa flat tires, roced his wehicle out of ‘the stea to the safety of a pro-
tective barnyard, thus saving valuable government property. The herolam
end outstandin- devotion to duty exhibited by Private Higeins reflect great
eradit on himself and are in keepirz with the hirshest traditiens of the
Armed Foreeg, Enterad militery servica from I1linods.
