Quizzes

You may take the quiz anytime within a 24-hour window, beginning at 1 PM on quiz
day and ending at 1 PM the following day. Once opened, you will have 25 minutes to
complete and submit your quiz. Each quiz is meant to take approximately 15 minutes
to complete. An additional 10 minutes are allotted for submission. Also, There’s no
requirement to use the template PDF file for your answers.

At the end of the semester, the two lowest quiz scores will be dropped.
