
                                  Ground Rules for MA 162, SPRING 2006  
 
Homework: Homework on each lesson will be due (and collected) in the first recitation after the lesson is 
covered in lecture, as indicated on the syllabus. 
Quizzes: There will be a quiz in every Thursday recitation class, except during the first week, examination 
weeks and the last week of classes. The quiz will be on the material indicated on the assignment sheet. The 
quiz problems will be similar to the homework problems.  
Policy on Late Homework and Missed Quizzes: Late homework will not be accepted. No make-up 
quizzes will be given. At the end of the semester the 4 lowest homework scores and the lowest quiz scores 
of each student will be dropped. Students who are forced to miss class for an extended period of time should 
see their lecturers.  
Midterm Examinations: There will be three, one-hour, multiple choice, midterm exams.  
Exam 1 Tuesday, February 7, 2006, 7-8pm  
Exam 2 Thursday, March 9, 2006, 8:30-9:30pm  
Exam 3 Thursday, April 13, 2006, 7-8pm  
Final Examination: There will be a two-hour, multiple choice, final exam during exam week. The time 
and place will be announced later.  
Grades: Course grades will be determined from your total score, which will be computed as follows:  
Homework 50 pt  
Quizzes 100 pt  
Three midterms@100each 300pt  
Final Exam 200pt  
Total 650 pt  
Review package: A review package consisting of old exams will be available on the webpage.  
Calculators: Calculators will not be allowed on exams or quizzes. It is important that you learn to do 
simple manipulations by hand. A few homework problems are assigned that need a graphing calculator. The 
goal of these problems is to help illustrate the theory and to help you understand the power (and 
limitations) of graphing calculators. It is recommended that you have a graphing calculator. If you do not, 
you may omit these problems.
