The course letter grades at the end of the semestae calculated as followsCourse wide letter grade cut-offs are
determined for the four common exams combined (EB8®ible points). Then, your instructor determithesnumber
of each letter grade his/her students as a groue@abased on the individual totals of the folamascores. Next,
he/she lists all of the students’ total points (ofuthe 600 total points available), in numericaler, highest first.
(Those students who do not have grades on alldh&xae not included in this list.) If ten of hig/lstudents receive
an A according to the four-exam cut-offs, the fit8tstudents on the list of total points will autdioally receive an A
as their final grade in the course, and so on dihenist for the other grades. Students that ane weseven points
below a grade cut-off (based on the 600 total gaanailable) will automatically be raised to thgher grade. Other
students who are within eight to twenty-one poofta grade cut-off are considered borderline cdéése grade
obtained on the final exam or the four-exam contpdsiat least as good as the higher one in thdeblare, the
course grade will be raised to the higher gradb wiminus; otherwise it will be the grade with agp{no F+). For
example: If you are within 7 points of the cutadf fan A, you will receive an A. If you are betwe®and 21 points
of the cutoff for an A, and you qualify to have yguade raised, you will receive an A-; howevegati do not
qualify to have your grade raised, you will recedvB+. This process is repeated for the B, C,Rusdtoffs. Since
there is no F+, students within 8 to 21 pointshef D cutoff that do not qualify to have their gradised, will receive
an F. (There is also no A+ grade given.)
