Inequalities can be expressed in three different wa.
1. Using an inequality symbol(<, >, <, or 2)
2. Using a number line graph
3. Using interval notation

A Comparison of All Three Methods
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A parenthesis is the same as an ‘open circle’ andmacket is the same as a ‘closed
circle’ on a number line.

When writing with interval notation, always write the smaller value first. A
parenthesis means the value of can become very close to that number, but will
never exactly equal that number. A bracket meandie value ofx can equal that
number. Never use a bracket with positive or negate infinity.
