Exam 1 covers chapter 0. Thisisthe material covered in lessons #1-9.

There are fifteen multiple-choice problems on the exam. The exam will be
machine graded. No partial credit will be given. You will be allowed 60 minutes
to take the exam.

The exam is self-explanatory. No questions will be allowed unless a student
believes there is atypographical or printing error.

Y ou may practice some of
those problems aswell. The answers are in the back of the book. Itis
recommended that you re-work all homework problems. Y ou cannot re-do the
online problems once the due date has passed, but you can view the problems and
your responses. Y ou can also work the corresponding problems from the
textbook.

Students need to know the for mulas for the perimeter and area of arectangle or
square and the area of atriangle. Any other needed formulas will be provided.

Exams from previous semester s are available on the web page.

These are good for review purposes, but not a guarantee of what will or will not
be on the exam. Do not use these past exams as your only means of studying.
Review homework problems and quiz problems.

If you have a 3-digit even numbered seat, you are on the
right side (facing the stage) of the first balcony and, | believe, the number ison
the left arm of the seat. If you have a seat number from 1 to 13, you arein the
center section of the first balcony. You will be seated every third seat so there
should be 2 people between you and another person. Make sure you are lined up
directly in front and/or behind another student.

Before you enter the first balcony of Elliott Hall of Music, you will be handed a
lap board to write on during the exam. Please return those boards when you are
finished with the exam. When you are finished, turn in your scantron (answer
sheet) to your instructor and show your Purdue ID. If you are finished early,
leave quietly. Wait for any friends in the lower lobby.
